UNDERGRADUATE ENTRY 
REQUIREMENTS: 

Successful completion (60 units) of 
AA-T in Journalism, AS in business 
or AA/AS-T (with IGETC) with an 
overall minimum GPA of 2.7 to 
include the specified number of 
major units.

Speak to your counselor about 
specific entry requirements for your 
pathway. 

In addition to the course entry 
requirements, if you are not a 
national of one of our specified 
Majority English Speaking Countries 
(MESC), or have not completed your 
high school in the USA, you will be 
required to provide a recognised 
English language qualification, e.g. 
IELTS, TOEFL or equivalent (subject 
to UKVI regulations).
